As a member in good standing with the Lincoln Highway Association, I strongly support the efforts of the Eastern Ohio Chapter as they endeavor to promote and preserve the memory of the Lincoln Highway—our nation’s first transcontinental automobile route.  It has come to my attention that the Osnaburg Township Trustees are discussing plans to pave over the brick roadway known as Cindell Street, which between 1913 and 1935, was part of the historic coast-to-coast route.  While I understand that some residents living on this part of Cindell Street may be dealing daily with a roadway that is antiquated, the Lincoln Highway Association and its local chapters will truly be failing their mission if no effort is made to find some means to allow this nostalgic antiquity to remain for future byway travelers to enjoy. If these roadways are to be paved over, there are no similar brick roadways anywhere else on the byway route in Ohio to offset that ominous void.
